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Good news for voluntary groups with an interest in their local surroundings.
Following an initiative by the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames, the Richmond Civic Trust Fund with Thames Community Foundation has been established.

This Fund will use the income generated from its capital to support local community groups who 

· seek to achieve improvements to the environment throughout the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames
· seek to achieve improvements in the physical character of the Borough of Richmond upon Thames to include the provision of additional facilities for the benefit of the community in the Borough 
· seek through improvements to the environment and to the physical character of the Borough to bring about an increase in the enjoyment, living standards and general well being of local communities.
Thames Community Foundation is working to increase the Fund to a minimum of £1m within the next year or so.  As the Fund grows so will the value of annual grants made.

Have you had something in mind that you have always wanted to do and which you feel would make a difference to your immediate area?

Grants of up to a maximum of £5,000 maximum will be considered and in the September 2010 round (closing date for submission of applications is 31st August 2010) larger grants of up to £10,000 may be awarded to outstanding local projects. 
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
